Born
in Brazil in 1985, Andrei Matorin started playing violin after
moving to the United States at the age of five. Matorin went on
to pursue music studies in Italy and Switzerland before returning
to Boston and studying Jazz Composition and Performance at
the Berklee College of Music.

Accompanied by a phenomenal rhythm section on Opus, Andrei
Matorin's abilities as a leader shine. Pianist Takeshi Ohbayashi
was a semi-finalist in the 2007 Montreux Jazz Piano
Competition and placed third at the 2009 Jacksonville Jazz
Festival. Bassist and Grammy Award winner Luques Curtis has
quickly become a highly sought after anchor in New York City.
Rounding out the group, drummer Dan Pugach is a recent
addition to the New York Jazz Scene and is one of the top
drummers to come out of Berklee in recent years.
